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also interested to find out about this new service. It is
important that the web site continue to be developed and
upgraded as the technology for sites improves and be-
comes even more sophisticated and timely.

Refine the collection to include what the core of the
collection is about, which is devoted to emerging and mid
career artists. The emphasis will remain on works on paper
which is a wide category and provides us with works that
are protected where-ever they are placed and also port-
able since the needs of groups and departments change
quickly and with short notice. Certain works and installa-
tions remain fixed because these are in our most public of
buildings, such as the newly opened conference center
and the adjacent executive briefing center.

My plan also calls for expanding the scope of the Japanese
print collection. We will add to the 19" century selections
we already have including some wonderful prints by
Hiroshige and Yoshitoshi. | plan to add some key early 20"
century masters as well.

Publications and web based information will be a priority so
that the employees have a place to learn more, and
research the range of the collection as well as learn about
the individual artists in the collection. For example, | would
like to produce a small catalogue based on our collection of
126 Japanese prints, available as a print document and
CD.

Expand the collection to other Microsoft locations including
our product support sites in Dallas, Texas, and Charlotte,
North Carolina. We also need to initiate a program to bring
art works into smaller regional and district offices. This will
take a few years to implement.

Collaborations with other corporate collections. In the
planning stages is an exhibition entitled Women on Paper.
This exhibition will bring together some 50 works on paper
by women whose work is represented in the Microsoft
collection along with works represented in the Johnson
and Johnson and Citibank collections.

With the 30™ anniversary of the company approaching, |
am talking with an international publisher about a series of
small catalogues to celebrate this event and to celebrate
the collection which then will be in its 18" year.

11.In the summer of 2003 we will break ground for a new
campus in Issaquah. We will be adding a total of 15 new
buildings there over the course of the next five years. The
goal for this year is to develop the plan and process to
bring the collection to this campus too and also to deter-
mine the development of three major outdoor sites for
sculpture.
In general what | hope for is a more regularized development
to the program both in its expansion and its related activities
so that it can function and continue whether | am the Curator
or not. The principle organizational structure that is being
planned and set into motion will allow other people to work
within its structure and implement programs and ideas that we
did not consider or imagine in the first year of this new century.
What for me is the most rewarding aspect of the job is that | get
to put to use my art history training ; my writing resources, my
museum experience, and my practical and business manage-
rial skills. For me the twenty five years of experience in the
field of contemporary art was the requirement for this job. But
along with my experience is a personal sense that the mission
for all companies now is a global one, a sense of international
relations spear headed by the Internet and bolstered by the
desire to know what is happening beyond the borders of town,
state or country.
To summarize my points, let me say that the corporate
collection of the present and future must be built on a vision of
what the collection should be for their particular needs and
environment, strong leadership which can present and pro-
mote new, difficult and innovative ideas to the company at
large, emphasis on the educational necessities for employees
and an exhibition program that again serves employees but
also demonstrates to your customer that the corporate envi-
renment is a cultural environment. My plans for Microsoft
would most likely be the plans for any other company whose
collection | might curate.
In conclusion, my hope is that the corporate collection can
serve not only as a symbol of a company’s intelligence and
resourcefulness but also as a service to the community in
which it lives. Microsoft is part of a local community and a
national community and an international community and its
collection and its related services must be mindful of this
always.
